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Terre des Hommes in 2008

2008 was a good year for Terre des Hommes. The organisa-
tion’s finances fared well and its projects prospered. In this
summary of the 2008 Annual Report, you will read all about
the way Terre des Hommes works, about the main projects and
programme results, and about the activities that enable Terre
des Hommes to provide much-needed aid.

Management Report

Revenues

From 2007 until 2010, Terre des Hommes will each year

be granted an amount of € 8 million from the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs (Development Cooperation) as a participant
in the so-called Broad-based Co-financing Programme (in
Dutch: Medefinancieringsstelsel or MES). In addition, in 2008,
Terre des Hommes again received the regular contribution of
€ 2.5 million from the Dutch Post Code Lottery (in Dutch:

Nationale Postcode Loterij).

The revenues from fundraising activities increased by over
€ 5.3 million in comparison with 2007. Revenues from
inheritances and legacies in particular show a rising curve
in recent years. The number of donators is also on the

increase.

Aid

Donators, sponsors, contributors and the general public
require ever more from charities with regard to the spending
of funds entrusted to them. In this context, transparency has
become a common expression. In 2008, 78 percent of all

expenditures were spent on child aid projects.

The chart below shows how the total expenditures of Terre
des Hommes are divided. The expenditures include the
costs of the head office and four regional offices giving
guidance to the organisation’s projects. In 2008, these costs

amounted to just over € 1.9 million.

Terre des Hommes International Federation

Terre des Hommes Nederland is a member of the Terre

des Hommes International Federation (TDHIF), currently
boasting eleven national partner organisations. On its Board
are the directors of five member organisations, including
Terre des Hommes Nederland. The duties of the TDHIF
consist of promoting cooperation between the partner
organisations, both in the field of international child right
campaigns and in the area of international political lobby-
ing. The expenses are covered by the yearly contributions of
the national member organisations, in accordance with their
respective financial capacity. The budget of the TDHIF for
2008 amounted to € 242,589; Terre des Hommes Nederland
provided a contribution of € 46,025.

Future

Due to the current economic recession and its possible
impact on Terre des Hommes, it is not feasible to estimate
the revenues for 2009. However, planned project and pro-
gramme expenditures are guaranteed, as these are covered
by committed funding. With respect to new commitments,
Terre des Hommes will thoroughly examine the consequen-
ces of the recession on a monthly basis.

The chart below represents in percentages the spread of the
various revenues over the total revenues for 2008. In this
way, Terre des Hommes aims to ensure a better future for

even more children in 2009.

This is how we work

Terre des Hommes provides aid to children in need and
is active in thirteen countries spread over four regions:
South-East Asia, South Asia, East Africa and South
America. The organisation’s head office is located in The
Hague. To ensure fruitful and effective interaction with

local partners, Terre des Hommes has regional offices in
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each of the four regions: in Jakarta (Indonesia), Colombo
(Sri Lanka), Nairobi (Kenya) and Cochabamba (Bolivia).
The regional offices coordinate cooperation with local
project partners.

In order to achieve its objectives, Terre des Hommes has
clustered its activities into six programmes: child exploi-
tation, education, healthcare, micro-credit, hiv/aids and
disabled children. These programmes are reflected in
more than three hundred projects supported by Terre des

Hommes.

Supervision and quality

Terre des Hommes is a foundation. Its highest authority

is the Board, which supervises the day-to-day functioning
of the organisation. Many of the Board’s executive duties
and responsibilities have been transferred to the Director.
In 2008, the Board met with the executive management and
the management team five times, to discuss documents
such as the Annual Plan and the Financial Statements. Two
Board members were reappointed for a new four-year
term. In light of the possible consequences of the economic
recession, the Board also discussed revenue forecasts and
adjustment measures.

The way managers, Board members and supervisors func-
tion, is evaluated every year. The Board underlines its
commitment by means of an Accountability Statement. The
process of evaluating project proposals submitted by local
partners as well as approving, executing and monitoring
projects is ISO certified. This means Terre des Hommes is
working in accordance with standards that set rules for
quality policies within the organisation. Responsibilities and
working methods are all laid down in detailed manuals.
Accountability of project partners is ensured through
annual Auditors’ Statements and operational audits: audit
teams visit the projects and check if agreements are being
fulfilled. If a project partner fails to comply with the obli-
gations agreed upon, Terre des Hommes can terminate

the cooperation. In 2008, cooperation with 28 (out of 309)

project partners was ended.

Programmes

Child exploitation

Child trafficking, child prostitution and child-sex tourism
are extreme forms of exploitation that can be found all over
the world. Although primarily linked to poverty, social and
cultural circumstances also play a role. With an integrated
approach of prevention, shelter of victims and prosecution
of perpetrators, Terre des Hommes aims to put an end to
these serious violations of children’s rights. For instance,

by organising awareness campaigns on the danger of child
trafficking, targeted at parents, village chiefs, police and
judiciary. Other initiatives, such as education projects,
income-generating activities, shelter and schooling for traf-
ficked children, legal assistance for victims, and health edu-
cation, are also aimed at banning child exploitation. During
the autumn, Terre des Hommes organised a large-scale
campaign in the Netherlands targeted against sexual exploi-
tation, using a new slogan: “Terre des Hommes stops child
exploitation!” The campaign clearly showed that donations
from the public and Terre des Hommes’ aid can really make

a difference.

Education

Education gives children a chance to build a solid future. It
is an important weapon in the battle against inequality and
poverty as well as against extreme forms of exploitation,
such as human trafficking and child prostitution. Within
the education programme, Terre des Hommes ensures that
children have access to good-quality schooling. There are,
for instance, projects focussing on vocational training for
youths, on finding a job after finishing vocational training,
on enhancing parents’ involvement in their children's
education, and on stimulating multicultural and bilingual
education for indigenous children.

Well-educated and highly motivated teachers are scarce.
Therefore, Terre des Hommes organises training sessions for
teachers, in order to enhance the quality of education.
Many children do not feel safe at school. With its new
“Keep the children safe” policy, Terre des Hommes tries

to build trust among children and establish the image of

school as a safe environment.

Healthcare

Terre des Hommes makes healthcare accessible. By deploy-
ing mobile clinics, two hospital ships and doctors equipped
with backpacks who visit remote areas, people normally
deprived of basic healthcare services are given access to
medical treatment. Examples of Terre des Hommes’ focal

points in this field are: helping project partners to organise

Next to emphasising the organisation’s activities,
the slogan also stimulates awareness of children’s rights in
developing countries. This is important, because providing
effective help to underprivileged children always starts

with understanding of their situation.

Name recognition and donators

Terre des Hommes is backed by a wide range of supporters,
which can be roughly divided into four groups: private
individuals, volunteers, companies and young adults. The
organisation’s supporters are kept updated of campaign
and project developments through the quarterly magazine
Terre Magazine, the annual project newsletters, two monthly
email newsletters and the website. In 2008, Terre des
Hommes launched two campaigns: a spring campaign
focusing on aids orphans, and an autumn campaign dealing
with sexual exploitation. The results of the spring campaign
were disappointing, but the autumn campaign proved more
successful: Terre des Hommes’ name recognition rose from
67 to 73 percent.

For the recruitment of structural donators, 2008 was a very
good year: The number of paying supporters increased

to 83,119 and the number of structural donators to 54,557.
Revenues from inheritances and legacies were also exceptio-
nally high: € 7,661,409.

Terre des Hommes has 25 shops, where volunteers sell
good-quality second-hand goods. The shops generate name
recognition and bring shoppers into contact with Terre des
Hommes’ objectives. The sales revenues form a reliable
source of income for the projects. In 2008, two new shops
opened their doors: in Heerenveen and Maastricht. In
Assen, Drachten, Hilversum, The Hague and Utrecht, new
shop teams were gathered. These shops will open in the
course of 2009. The total net revenue generated by the shops
and the volunteer groups in 2008 amounted to € 906,526,

a 16.8 percent rise compared to 2007.

Client satisfaction

Terre des Hommes regularly monitors client satisfaction
by means of client panels and surveys. Over the previous
years, the number of complaints received by Terre des
Hommes had shown a decrease. However, this trend was
interrupted in 2008 with an increase in the number of com-

plaints. This increase had its origins in the 2008 campaigns.

Media

Terre des Hommes actively brings its work under the atten-
tion of the media. In 2008, especially the organisation’s
lobby activities in the struggle against child-sex tourism

were picked up by the press. Several newspapers and radio

stations in the Netherlands reported on the performance

of the Dutch government in prosecuting child-sex tourists
and mentioned Terre des Hommes’ recommendations. The
impact of this media attention was clearly visible: As a
result of the various reports, politicians started looking into
the issue of child-sex tourism.

Both campaigns organised by Terre des Hommes attracted
significant attention. In addition, the Terre des Hommes
volunteers managed to generate much free publicity for
their activities: Almost every week, the organisation’s
work and results were discussed in local newspapers. Terre
des Hommes also played a role in KRO television’s show
Teenager swap (in Dutch: Puberruil). The first three episodes
were broadcasted in the autumn. Three teenagers—from
India, Kenya and the Philippines—who take part in Terre
des Hommes projects, traded places with Dutch teens for
several days. The episodes created a very special picture of
the projects Terre des Hommes supports and attracted over

400,000 viewers on average.

Research and lobbying

Terre des Hommes conducts research into violations of
children’s rights. Through this research, Terre des Hommes
is able to adequately inform the general public, the
government and non-governmental organisations (NGOs),
and—by means of donations, subsidies or direct involve-
ment—improve the lives of many children. In addition,

the organisation’s research is used to gather information
on the situation in various countries; this information is
subsequently distributed to other countries where Terre
des Hommes is active. Terre des Hommes initiated new
research on East Africa in 2008 and continued its research
project in South-East Asia. In Tanzania, Terre des Hommes
investigated sexual exploitation of children. In 2009, Terre
des Hommes will explore the possibilities of setting up a
programme in cooperation with UN organisations, focusing
on deploying in East Africa the experience gained in this
field in the South-East Asia region. Finally, in 2008, Terre
des Hommes also collaborated with other European Terre
des Hommes organisations in a worldwide research project
on child migration and trafficking. The joint report, called
Kids abroad: ignore them, abuse them or protect them?, offers
recommendations on how children can be protected in the

best possible way.

Auditor’s report

We have audited the 2008 financial statements (as set out
on pages 64 until 93 of the annual report) of Stichting Terre
des Hommes Nederland in The Hague, which comprise the
balance sheet as at 31 December 2008 and the statement of
income and expenditure for 2008 and the notes.

Management’s responsibility

The management of the Stichting Terre des Hommes
Nederland is responsible for the preparation and fair
presentation of the financial statements, as well as for the
preparation of the annual report, both in accordance with
the Fundraising Institutions Accounting Guideline (R]

650). The management is also responsible for the financial
legitimacy of the expenditure accounted for in the financial
statements as formulated in the Financial Regulations

for Grant Decisions Financieel Reglement van de
Subsidiebeschikkingen MFS 2007-2010. This responsibility
includes: designing, implementing and maintaining internal
control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation of
the financial statements that are free from material misstate-
ment, whether due to fraud or error; selecting and applying
appropriate accounting policies; and making accounting

estimates that are reasonable in the circumstances.

Responsibility of the auditor

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on the financial
statements based on our audit. We conducted our audit

in accordance with Dutch law. This law requires that we
comply with ethical requirements and plan and perform our
audit to obtain reasonable assurance on whether the finan-
cial statements are free from material misstatement. The
points for attention as laid down in the Audit Protocol for
Grant Decisions Controleprotocol Subsidiebeschikkingen
MES 2007-2010 served as basis for this audit.

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit
evidence about the amounts and disclosures in the financial
statements. The procedures selected depend on the audi-
tor’s judgement, including the assessment of the risks of
material misstatement of the financial statements, whether
due to fraud or error. In making those risk assessments, the
auditor considers internal control relevant to the entity’s
preparation and fair presentation of the financial statements
in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate
under the circumstances, but not for the purpose of expres-
sing an opinion on the effectiveness of the entity’s internal
control. An audit also includes evaluating the appropri-
ateness of the accounting policies used and the reasona-
bleness of accounting estimates made by management, as
well as evaluating the overall presentation of the financial

statements.
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We believe that the audit information we obtained provides

a reasonable basis for our opinion.

Opinion

In our opinion, the financial statements give a true and

fair view of the financial position of Stichting Terre des
Hommes Nederland as at 31 December 2008 and its result
for the year then ended in accordance with the Fundraising
Institutions Accounting Guideline (R] 650).
